CHILDREN'S WORDS
OBSERVATION: The children’s statement reveals several

concerns about their playground. Firstly, the available space
for playing seems insufficient. Additionally, in case of rain, the
lack of shelter prevents them from enjoying the outdoors. Some
children, eager to play despite the weather, inevitably end up
getting wet. Furthermore, the girls feel that there is a lack of
games specifically tailored to their preferences.

SUGGESTIONS: Faced with the challenges posed by the

rain, the children have suggested several innovative solutions
to improve their playground. They proposed the construction
of a shelter adorned with colorful graffiti to protect them from
the weather. To address flooded areas, they envisioned planting
spaces. Moreover, to enhance the available activities, they
imagined adding climbing structures, hopscotch, and other
diverse games, ensuring that every child, regardless of gender,
finds joy during recess.

PLACE PUBLIC AND FREE TOILETS ON BRILL
SQUARE

Addressing the essential needs of citizens and visitors in the Brill
Quarter. This initiative will first involve identifying a strategic and
suitable location for the installation of public toilets, ensuring that
it meets the necessary infrastructure criteria for accessibility, safety,
and sustainability. Simultaneously, considerations will be made
regarding the free use of these facilities.

CREATE NEW PLAY AREAS

Thereis a need to increase recreational spaces in the Brill Quarter.
Different possibilities include the space under the viaduct, Place
de la Résistance or behind the Sacré-Coeur Church. In this regard,
a working group will be formed specifically for the design and
implementation of an additional playground. This project will be part
of a participatory approach, seeking the opinions and suggestions of
residents, parents, grandparents and children to ensure a space that
meets the needs and expectations of the community. Additionally,
in a spirit of openness and sharing, the playground located in the
annex of Brill School will be made accessible to the public outside
of school hours, providing an additional space for relaxation and
recreation for children aged 6 to 12.

IMPLEMENT MOBILE PLAYGROUNDS

This idea aims to energize urban spaces through the introduction
of mobile playgrounds. To achieve this, an investment will be
made in purchasing suitable and innovative equipment, allowing
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for the rapid and efficient setup of play areas. Recognizing the
importance of safety, measures will be taken to temporarily
close car access in the relevant areas during the installation of
these playgrounds. The temporary transformation of streets
into play spaces will be widely communicated to the public. An
advertising campaign will be deployed to inform residents and
attract families, highlighting this initiative that aims to promote
conviviality and well-being within the community.

RENOVATE THE BRILL SCHOOL COURTYARD

Revitalize the school courtyard by actively involving the entire school
community. To ensure an inclusive and representative approach,
the input of the school community will be sought. This process will
gatheravariety of ideas and visions for the renovation. Subsequently,
a working group will be formed to study, select and merge the
most relevant proposals. Once the project is finalized, a budgetary
assessment will be conducted to ensure the financial feasibility of
the renovation. With a clearly defined budget, the necessary steps
forthe concrete implementation of the project will be undertaken,
transforming the courtyard into a renewed, functional space tailored
to the needs and aspirations of the students.

two parking lots outside the neighborhood. One would be
elevated, and the other would have a car wash and a cinema,
allowing children to be entertained while their parents shop.
The children also suggested the implementation of an
electric minibus to transport people from the parking lot to
the neighborhood.
